This year,
we have started an annual Pastor’s Recharge, where our
pastors come.in for fellowship, Biblical encouragement,
games, and we provide for their transport, lodging and
meals, with a few extra special gifts as well. Itis a great time
of helping these pastors to abound in the work of the Lord.

At the same time we do not want to forget about the wives of these
pastors.
Refresher. It is the same idea as we had for the men, but now
encouraging their wives in matters of their personal walk
with the Lord, their relationship with their husband and
children, and then their ministry to other ladies. They also
have a good time of fellowship and fun. What a great help and
encouragement it was to the ladies who have often said, “We feel
like we have been left out.”
